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Introduction

Behavioral law ( Behaviorism law ) is an important school of Contemporary
Western Jurisprudence. After the Second World War, some America Jurists ap-
plied Behaviorism theory to interpret legal issues, forming a jurisprudence school.
It pays attention to behavior research, upholds scientific spirit, tends to express le-
gal behavior by way of mode or theorem, emphasizes legal operation variables, and
emphatically analyses the relations between law and social organization and social
structure,, law and culture, law and social control and so on. The works mainly in-
clude: Judicial behavior; Theory and Research, Judicial Policy Making and the
Court’ s Political Role (1961, Schubert ), Behaviorism Jurisprudence ( 1967,
Schubert) , The Scope of Legal Sociology (1972, Black ), Legal Act (1976,
Black) .

From the middle of the 1980s, Western Behaviorism theory of law or doctrine
continuously appear in some domestic works, for example, Behaviorism law school
and its theory are introduced in Behaviorism Law Review written by Lv Shilun and
Du Gangjian,the ninth chapter second section Behaviorism Law in Twentieth Cen-
tury Western Law Philosophy Research, the fourth chapter of Behaviorism law in
The Contemporary Western Philosophy of Law Major Schools written by Zhang
Naigen,and other monographs and papers. For a very long period of time, similar
research is mainly focused on the general introduction or comment on the theory,
but they did not bring fundamental changes to the jurisprudence methodology
meaning at home. The reasons are as follows: the first one lies in inherent defects
of the theory, and the other is due to the considerable distance from our domestic

legal operation state.
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For example, Western Behavioral law often ignores the value of law, legisla-
tive policy and other major issue while highlighting specific legal act, and they of-
ten ignore qualitative analysis when emphasizing quantitative analysis, and they of-
ten ignores the characteristics of specific case or individual behavior when making
legal act modelization, and so on. Besides, the problems it analysis are also main-
ly existing in the legal system of common law and the legal act problems.

Thus, the China Behavior Law Society, which rose from the middle of the
1980s, and it’ s fruitful research work have had very important significance. For
20 years, the Academy always has made the theoretical contribution as it’ s own
working emphasis, successively achieved some research results, such as Behavior-
al Law, The Rise of Behavioral Law in China and other works, and a large number
of papers submitted by participants in each annual conference. Those content
break through the traditional jurisprudence pattern framework and anatomy “living
law” in real life. Although above — mentioned efforts are not mature, they are lay-
ing a good foundation for further research on Behavioral law.

The dispersed research on a concept or a field of it make it necessary to make
research on Behavioral law in a comprehensive and systematic way. This book ex-
pounds mainly about systematic and oriented research on Behavioral law. The book
includes four parts:

The first chapter expounds general principle of Behavioral Law, including the
conception, object, research method of Behavioral Law, distinction from other the-
oretical jurisprudence science, evolution of Behavioral Law and characteristic of
Behavioral Law and research situation of Behavior science in law or Behavioral Law
at home and abroad.

The second chapter expounds characteristic of all kinds of behavior concerned
with law. Behavioral Law are general theory mainly about legal control of behavior,
include confliction and coordination between all kinds of behavior of social rela-

tion. It is involving behavior of individual, group, organization, nation, and con-
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trol of them.

The third chapter expounds basic category and value goal of behavioral law,
including basic category of behavioral law and their inherent logical relation.

The forth chapter discusses the problems of legal control, the goal of the law

and the constructing of the legal state.
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
