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Abstract

This paper is concerned with the analysis of developing
zones (i.e. Deve-zones), and the Theory of Regional Social
Capital is introduced to analysize the deve-zones, which are
regarded as a social fact in the social structure instead of the
deve-zones themselves.

The Theory of Regional Society Capital is introduced in
the paper to announce the internal logic relationship between
deve-zones and regional society. The paper examines the
origin of one of the deve-zones, such as Shanghai
International Automobile City; then some operating
mechanisms and the dynamic logic of Chinese deve-zones’
expanding recessively, and the author analysize the deve-
zones’ deviation of orientation of value and its reasons, which
are as follow: the relationship between the deve-zones and
the regional society is obstructed, the initial function goal is
deviated.

The paper traces back the deve-zone’s initial function of
humanism, proposes the concept of deve-zone’s developing
model under the viewing angle of communitism in the base of
the preceding topic. The author thinks that an ideal deve-
zone should be construct interactive relationship to the
regional society, so the Theory of Regional Society Capital is
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introduced to the paper to announce the internal logic
relationship between them.

e. the system which contains rules, trust and netwoks. It
means that a deve-zone should contruct a kind of deep,
inseparable, coordinative social contact and to be a
community.
