Belief and Life was composed upon author’s two previous books: Layers of
Space, Philosophic thoughts on Energy and Space and On Human Essence,
Nature and Mind. 1t consists of three parts:

First, On Life. With the new definition of “life” created upon the base of
human’s essence, mind and human psychology from On Human Essence, Nature
and Mind, The author discussed and interpreted human body’s existence,
surviving, action and life process as well as the relation between human’s
essence, nature, mind and its life. And further more, “purpose of life”, “meaning
and value of life” and “fate of life” are also discussed. The author concludes that
life is the integration of human body’s existence, surviving and action during its
process from fundamental change of producing to fundamental change of death.
Life belongs to the nature, and its process is affected all the time by the nature,
society and individual’s own condition. Life is all the time moving and changing,
its purposes may differ, but they all have characters of keeping and continuing
human body’s existence and surviving cycle, of promoting quality of human
body’s existence and surviving, of reducing pain and pursuing the maximum of
happiness value. Meanwhile, the fate of life is affected by individual’s condition
as well as the nature and society. Of all elements that affect the fate of life, some

are subjective, others are objective.
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Second, On Belief. Based on the previous chapter, with viewpoints of On
Human Essence, Nature and Mind, “human belief”, “human science” and “human
religion” are discussed, we conclude that belief belongs to human psychological
phenomena, it is, during the human life, a conceptual existence with essential
orientation and instruction to the psychological and behavioral movement which
are conducted to corresponding objects. It consists of belief to the nature
existence, to the society existence and to individual self existence. For science,
we believe that science is the integration of its knowledge and activities, and the
limits of modern science come from the consideration that only those can be
“proved” would be real, while the others that cannot be proved repeatedly would
not be real. For religion, we think religion is the integration of religious belief
and activity. Religious belief is a belief system that comes from the base of
essence of human life ultimate belief. Further more, we discussed the relation
between belief and truth, and we think belief would not be necessarily a represent
of truth, while those concepts representing truth would not necessarily become
belief.

Third, On Belief and Life. We discuss here, upon the previous chapters, about
“the relation between belief and life”, “the relation between belief and purpose of
life” and “the relation between belief and fate”. We are convinced that belief has
obvious, subjective and objective impacts on life, setting up and realization of its
purpose as well as its fate. Meanwhile, the good and bad of life situation, of
setting up and realization of its purpose and of its fate, would correspondingly

affect belief of life.
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
