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Taiwan Especially Needs It

I am very pleased when I was asked to write the preface for James Buu’s new

book, Public Diplomacy: Soft Power, Theory and Strategy, because it offers

timely advice for improving Taiwan’s diplomatic situation, something I care

about greatly.

I also know that in recent decades Public Diplomacy has become an important
tool for fostering a nation’s foreign policy and national security interests. In a
world of instantaneous communication, aggressive media, and the ever-growing
reach of the Internet, no country, large or small, can do without it. Taiwan

especially needs it.

The US, for its part, has long practiced public diplomacy. During the Cold War,
Radio Liberty and other regional radios funded by the US government
broadcast programs featuring news, American culture, and entertainment
together with programs that highlighted the value of democracy and freedom.
Today’s threats from international terrorists pose similar challenges requiring
the US to continue its efforts at “winning the hearts and minds of people” and
asking other countries to join “coalitions of the willing” so that together they

can combat this common danger.

China, on its way to “peaceful rise” as a world power, also uses public

diplomacy as a foreign policy tool. China’s rise creates doubt in the region
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about its intentions, and causes many countries around the world to question
China’s human rights record. The application of public diplomacy is designed
to ease the worries of its neighbors, and establish China as a responsible

stakeholder in the world’s hopes for the 21st Century.

Taiwan, more than any other country, has experienced how a rising China can
undermine and isolate a country from the international politics arena. Even the
vital relationship with Washington has not been immune. Having worked on
US-Taiwan-China issues for a long time, I know Taiwan, with its young
democracy and vibrant economy, has been eager to have its voice heard, to
pursue its own identity in the world community, and to participate in
international organizations on an equal footing. Wanting to achieve these goals,
however, is not enough, and neither is traditional diplomacy. Taiwan, if it is to
gain more support in the region and the world community, must also expand

and improve its Public Diplomacy efforts.

I hope James’ new book will help create a consensus in Taiwan’s government
on the importance of Public Diplomacy. He offers much good advice, and the

substance he presents in his book can help Taiwan win more support around the

world.
