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5 PREFACE

The work of making an Index to the Chinese Literature of the Protestant
Churches in China was first undertaken in the year of 1867 by the Rev. Alexander
Wylic. During the next 4o years, no attempt was made to revise and re-issue his
work until 1907, when the Rev. D. MacGillivray, D. D., issued A Descriprive
AND CrassteiED CATALOGUE OF CURRENT CHRISTIAN LITERATURE.

The importance of Christian Literature in China received fresh emphasis
through the work of the Committee on Christian Literature appointed by the ‘China
Continuation Committee in 1916. Tt was decided to ask for twe workers, a
foreigner and a Chinese, who could devote themselves for one year to undertake
the task of a survey of existing Christian Literature in China. On account of the
difficulty of securing two men set apart for this work, the Committee asked the
Rev. G. A. Clayton instead; and so A Crasstrrep INDEX To THE CHINESE LITERATURE
OF THE PROTESTANT CHURCHES 1IN CHINA was issued in 198,

Plans for bringing the above Index up-to-date were undertaken on behalf
of the Christian Publishers'. Association in 1930. Owing to many vicissitudes,
including pressure of work and lack of surplus funds on account of the depression,

"it has not been possible to make this available earlier.

The present Index is compiled from various catalogues available, and purports
to be complete as at the beginning of January, 1932, although some books appearing
after that date have also been included where they have come to our notice, Tt is
hoped that following the publication of this List any omissions or new books will
be entered  periodically, with their numbers, in successive issues of the CHiNa
Booxmax and in this way it should be possible to keep abreast of all that is
being published from time to time.

The classification followed is that of Dewey's Decimal Classification which
is so universally used. It is this classification which is largely followed by Y. W.
Wong in his System, published by the Commercial Press. There may be criticisms
of the particular class in which many of the books have been entered but the
idea has been to make the Index as serviceable as possible as a guide, and if there
are any corrections or suggestions these could be embodied in a future edition or
in the later issucs of the Bookman. :

. Such material as report cards, etc., which does not definitely come under
the title of literature has been omitted. Two of those who list these in their
catalogues are the China Baptist Publication Society and the Signs of the Times
Publishing House, and if information is required it could be secured from them
direct.

The original idea was to include a summary in Chinese and English of the
contents of each book but owing to the difficult times and the impossibility of
securing a substantial subsidy towards the printing of the Index this idea has had
to be dropped. But a list of all the known publishers is included and the letters
in this list correspond to the letters in the numbers of the books so that it should
be an easy matter to find out the publishers and write for full particulars regarding
any book desired.

The prices. given in this Index correspond to what has appeared in the
various catalogues but in some catalogues this price includes postage, and in others,
not so. In such an Index it was impossible always to specify the postage required,
and the prices must be understood tbe approximate. :
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We would recommend prospéctive buyérs to open a drawing account with
whatever firm they wish to deal. Below is appended a notice which is based on
what was formerly used by the Presbyterian Mission Press and is now adopted by
the Kwang Hsuch Publishing House.

“FINANCE—DRAWING ACCOUNT”

For the convenience of out-port and up-country correspondents we have
commenced a Current A /¢ system which will obviate the trouble, inconvenience
and expense of frequent small remittances, such as we receive from numerous
clients.

The use of this system involves the opening with us by clients of a
current account on precisely the same lines as a banking account. This can
be done by the initial remittance to us of $roo, $200, or any sum which
suits your convenience. Such remittance will immediately be placed to your
credit in a special account.

We will then forward to you a cheque book and, thereafter, when
you desire to make a payment to us, all that is necessary is to draw a cheque
for the sum in view and mail to us by ordinary mail. As cheques will be
sent to us only, registration is unnecessary,

We commend the foregoing to your careful attention and oeg to suggest
that you avail yoursélf of the advantages it affords,”

Owing to the unsettled condition of the country at present, many firms follow
jthe practice of registering all packages of books sent out and add this item to;
the invoices, The insuring of packages is, however, only undertaken at the request
of the purchaser. Publishers as a rule can ke no responsibility for goods after
they have been posted. -

In addition to the list of publishing houses, there is appended a list of
the bookstores taken from the files of the Kwang Hsuch Publishing House. There
may be other bookstores handling Christian books and if so their names should be
submitted so théy may be added.

The cause of the distribution of Christian Literature would be immensely
helped if Christians, both Chinese and foreign, would support their local bookstores.
Owing to the distance of so many of these bookstores from the publishing head-
quarters, it is usually the custom to ask for Cash with the orders submitted. This
being the case any orders placed with the local bookstore should be accom-
panied by cash so as to enable him to place the order. Gradually the local bookstore
would of its own accord increase stock to meet the growing demand.

® In centres where there are no bookstores the plan of a Station Chinese
Library established by Mr. A. H. Van Etten of Linchow, Tung., and described
in the October, 1932, issue of the Cmva Bookman, would seem to be one
that could be highly recommended especially as it appears to have been a great
suceess.

It is realized, however, that the question of distribution is also dependent
to- a great extent upon the literacy and  cconomic staws of the
Christian reading public. Publishers are usually ready to give discounts on their
books but it is not possible to give free grants for the establishing of libraries
and bookstores as this would immediately raise the selling price of the books to
provide funds for this purpose,



Recently our attention has been called to a Cararocue being published
by the Life Publishing House which purports to contain all the recently published
books in China, but as it does not contain many of a distinctly religious nature
we hope that there may be a wide field for the INDEX which we now send out.

A copy of the English-Chinese edition is being sent out to every missionary.
Later we hope to take out the Chinese and issue a Chinese edition which will be
sent to all pastors. ;

No charge is being made for ecither of these books but we are hoping that
the INDEX may prove of such help to all the missionaries that they may wish
to contribute something towards the expense of printing and mailing. One Dollar
($1.00) from every missionary and twenty cents (§0.20) from every pastor, would
go a long way towards meeting such expenscs.

The completion of the work on the Index is largely due to the cooperation
of the various publication Societics who assisted with their catalogues or copies -
of their recent publications. Where the latter were submitted they were afterwards
forwarded to the Library in the Missions Building where the books used for the
compilation of the Index in 1917 are stored and catalogued.

The compilation has been greatly assisted by Rey. Buoi Ding Li, ®.A,, 8.0,
and has involved a great deal of painstaking work.
