Abstract

This book is the outcome of a research project funded by the
National Social Sciences Foundation. The subject of the project is
Administrative Remedies.

The theoretical background of this research is built upon the ba-
sic theories of China’s administrative law. A comprehensive and sys-
tematic analysis of China’s administrative remedy system under the
present legislative rules is undertaken with emphasis not only on the-
oretical issues involved but also on the practical application of the
system. The scope of the research covers not only the Chinese ad-
ministrative remedy system, but also systems in foreign countries,
Taiwan, Hongkong, and Macao. While the focus is on the present
legislative rules, considerations are also given to legislative back-
ground, current problems and perspectives of future development.
The investigation and evaluation of the concepts of administrative
remedies as a whole are supplemented by a comparative study of dif-
ferent systems of administrative remedies. A special feature of this
research consists in its attempt to apply analytic approaches in eco-
nomics to the issue of administrative remedies. In the meantime,
analytic methodology of jurisprudence is also employed. The combi-
nation of theory and practice and the balance of macro and micro

perspectives enable the author to give the Chinese administrative
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remedy system a comprehensive and in-depth study. It is hoped that
this book will break new ground and lead to more research and in-
vestigation.

The book consists of four parts. Part One serves as a general in-
troduction and covers issus related to the theoretical and historial
background of administrative remedies, functions and different sys-
tems, and economic analysis of administrative remedies. Part Two
concerns administrative review remedies. Part Three and Part Four
are about administrative action remedies and administrative compen-

sation remedies respectively.
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
