Greetings in all languages are mainly used to establish contact with another person,
to recognize his/her existence and to show friendliness. Therefore, replies to such
greetings are usually positive even if you aren’t feeling well at that particular moment.
You only give an honest negative reply to a very close friend or family member. Two

negative replies to “How are you?” are “I feel terrible.” and “I'm really sick.”
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After you greet someone, it’s nice to be able to say a little more than just “Hello.”

After greeting people, North Americans often have a short and friendly conversation
about a safe topic. A safe topic is one that is not too personal. This kind of conversation
is called small talk (JHll . ZE1H). Typical topics for small talk are
