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Abstract

Seeing the industry and enterprise competitiveness as the thread, Annual Report
on China’s Insurance Competitiveness ( 2014 ) presented a review of the main
achievements of the industry as well as the problems over the past two years based on
a comprehensive and in-depth analysis of the industry’s international competitiveness.
Meanwhile, with special topics on the roles of social security and commercial
insurance, the book also evaluated the performance of major insurance companies and
deep-level competitive behaviors in the market, striving to offer advice and
suggestions for the industry through objective and profound analysis & research.

The entire book is consisted of four parts: General Report, Reports on
Industry, Reports on Enterprises and Special Reports.

Focused on the target of a large world insurance country proposed in “Opinions
of the State Council on Accelerating the Development of Modern Insurance
Industry”, the international competitiveness of China’s insurance industry was
analyzed from the perspectives of development status and influential factors in the
overall report. Meanwhile, the countermeasures on accelerating the construction of a
big insurance country was proposed for enterprises and the government by learning
from the diamond model of international competitiveness.

In the Reports on Industry, the development course of the industry over the
past two years was reviewed using a large amount of accurate data. Apart from the
assessment made on the sub-industries competitiveness of property insurance, life
insurance, insurance intermediaries and asset management from several perspectives,
the measures and suggestions were proposed to enhance industrial competitiveness and
service capability.

In the Reports on Enterprises, a systematic evaluation & analysis on the
competitiveness of major property and life insurance companies over the past two

years was conducted based on the summary of the overall market competitiveness
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trend by making use of the three-step evaluation & analysis model for enterprise
competitiveness. Besides, the underlying reasons behind enterprise competitiveness
were explored thoroughly.

In Special Reports, the key points and difficulties of the current insurance
regulation and market development were combined with to carry out a systematic and
profound study with the evaluation of development and competitiveness of
international insurance industry as the basis: the private pension programs sponsored
by OECD, international practices relating to the reforms of public official pension
systems, international practices regarding the involvement of commercial mechanism
in medical security, subprime mortgage crisis and European debt crisis from the
perspective of the State Second Pension. A series of countermeasures and suggestions
were proposed at the same time.

The compilation of China’s insurance blue book is a joint effort of a large group
of experts and scholars renowned in domestic insurance industry. Featured by its
practicality, academic content and informativeness and written with objective,
authoritative and popular languages, the book is a good reference for supervision
departments, insurance institutions and academic researchers as well as a suitable

reading for general practitioners to learn about the insurance industry.
