1. The World Military Yearbook is a refernce book with a wide range of military knowledge and
information. This issue is edited on the basis of the 1985 one (a trial edition) . Therefore, their
contents, in terms of time, are linked. Moreover, great complements and improvements have been made
in sujects,contents and expressions.

2. The 1987 Yearbook consists of twelve parts. They are Military Information Country-by-
Country; Wars and Armed Conflicts; International Military Review; Military Academic Researches;
Political Education and Military Training; Military Logistics; Military Technology, Weapons and
Equipment; International Organizations, Conferences and Treaties; Military Sports, Literature and Art;
Chronicle of World Military Events; Appendix ; Coloured Pictures.

3. The 1987 Yearbook covers the period from July 1, 1985 to the end of June, 1986. In order
to help the readers get a rough idea of developments of events as well as acquire a detailed knoweldge
of their present status, a brief account of the past is given while the present is elaborated. The
Chronicle of World Military Events covers the period of the whole calender year of 1986.

4. In the part of Military Information Country-by-Country, 146 countries are introduced and
arranged in the order of Asia, Africa,ﬁurope,America and Oceania. The countries in éach continent are
put in Chinese phonetic alphabetical order.

5. This book is excellent in both language and pictures. The part of Coloured Pictures carries best
pictures showing world up-to-date weapons and equipment, and uncoloured pictures and figures are
supplemented wherever necessary.
