Tones are changes of pitch of syllables. In the standard Chinese there are four basic tones,
represented respectively by the following tone-graphs: the first tone (-), the second tone (), the third
tone (v) and the fourth tone (~). When a syllable is pronounced in different tones, it has different

meanings.

When a syllable contains a single vowel only, the tone-mark is placed above the vowel sound.
When a syllable contains two or more vowels, the tone-mark should be placed above the main vowel
(the one pronounced more loudly and clearly ), e.g. “ma”, “hdo”, “zud”. When a tone-mark is placed

above the vowel i, the dot over it should be omitted, e.g. “mi”, JTng When “iu” or “ui” comes, the

tone-mark should be placed above the terminal vowel, e.g. “lid”, “gui™.

In standard Chinese pronunciation, there are a number of syllables that lose their original tones
and are pronounced soft and short. This is known as the neutral tone which is identified by the absence
of a tone mark, e.g. “xiexie™, “bl keqi”.
