Preface

Yunnan, a province in the most southwest of China, is praised as “the last
piece of mysterious land in China”, for the culture of Yunnan is mysteriously at-
‘tractive even lo cultural anthropologists. It is mysterious for its various cultures as
well as for ils magic mountains and waters.

Being isolated from the outside world and being divided into small isolated
‘communities by geographical factors as well as by historical factors, Yunnan is
hindered in its modemn development of material civilization. Nevertheless, the
state of being isolated and divided benefited Yunnan with rich cultural deposits.
Today, cultures of every stage of human history from the most primitive exist si-
multaneously in Yunnan. Some cultural phenomena which are only of archaeologi-
val significance in other parts of China could be seen alive with full vitality.

The minority nationalities living on this red - soiled plateau are imagihaﬁve
and creative. In the long process of history, they, in their unique mode of think-
g and behaving, created shining colorful arts and culture. 1,700,000 years
ago, Yuanmou Man, one of the earliest of human species, occupied this land.
Dianchi bronze culture, represented by the cultural relics excavated at Shizhais-
han Hill in Jingning county and at Lijiashan Hill in Jiangchuan county, surprised
the world. the Cuan tablets hold a place in Chinese calligraphy history so impor-
tant as to be honored as a treasure of the southemn school of tablets. On this
plateau, there are Dianchi culture, Erhai culture, Dongba culture, Bimuo cul-
ture, Palm -~ leaf culture, each of which is unique and has its time of prosperity in
history. Also on this plateau, there are Cangyuan primitive rock paintings, Dali
Nanzhao kingdom painting rolls, and different epics, music, dances, dramas,
handicrafts and social customs of each minority nationality, which are like flowers
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found blooming at every comer of Yunnan.

The isolation was melted down by the reform - and —open policies at a time
when history was walking into the 21st century. Clearing away the dust of history,
we find this red — soiled plateau teeming with cultural treasures. To introduce
Yunnan to the world and the world to Yunnan, we compile this book A Dic-
tionary Of Yunnan Culture And Art .

This dictionary is made up of eleven parts —— History, People, Religion,
Custom, Literature, Music, Dance, Drama, Quyi Performance, Film/TV, and
Painting — and each part consists of several sections, totaling over 3,600 en-
tries covering all and everything about the culture and the art of Yunnan. It will
serve strangers an index to the culture and the art, experts a reference book, and

ndma.ry madels an interesting book of information.

'Ihls dlchonary is the result of a collective effort. Over two hundred scholars
and experts worked on it for years. Yet, Yunnan Society Of Intemational Chinese
and the board of South University deserve to be specially mentioned, which ar-
range it in Huaren Library.
