Abstract: The belief in God and other gods forms the basis for Epictetus’
philosophy. His special understanding of God’s providence indicates a
religious belief of God-man relationship, according to which man has
kinship ties with God and other gods and shares in their reason. Thus
among all creatures the human being is the “primary being”. At the same
time, Epictetus attributes anything beyond the control of human will to
God’s providence, revealing God’s intention to train human’s use of their
free will. Man should use his reason to choose and to agree with God’s
providence and to conform to nature in his daily life. In the process,
theology and philosophy, faith and reason can be united.
