Features

Chinese listening classes, while often regarded as monotonous, are essen-
tial to the progress of students studying Chinese as a foreign language. Instruc-
tors of Chinese listening may fail to concentrate themselves when students are
listening to textbooks, since they are very familiar with the materials. Students,
especially those in the elementary level, may get bored as a result of engaging
in repetitive listening exercises. Therefore, by reviewing the design and compi-
lation of Listen to me which has been widely employed in different schools in
recent years, this series of elementary Chinese listening textbooks has revolu-
tionized traditional listening texts, aimed at choosing interesting and realistic
materials in which grammar and exam skills are practiced. Teachers can better
comprehend students’ learning performance to judge whether texts are fully
understood or not. Additionally, students can enjoy their studies by listening to
interesting material.

In summary, this series of textbooks has endeavored to nurture students’

in-depth knowledge of Chinese culture through the process of listening training.
