Social scientists both within and without Free China are
well aware that Chinese society is undergoing serious chan-
ges;perhaps those of greatest importance are affecting marr-
iage and the family.In the past,Chinese marriage customs and
practices immediately struck the new arrival as being so
different from Western ways. Innumerable debates arose over
the relative merits of the customs of the East and the West.
Some thirty to forty years ago the marriage customs and mores
of the Chinese began to be imperceptibly weakened by the in-
filtration of Western practices in the social relations of
young people,coeducation,engagement periods, desires to
choose one’s own mate,and the newly married couple to seek
a neolocal residence. University coeducation,urban life,life
of the Westerners in the foreign concession,students studying
abroad,moving pictures and illustrated magazines constantly
presented to the eyes,imagination and mind of the Chinese
young people a social way of 1ife that was different from
the traditional one, and,in some respects, a forbidden fruit
that tempted one to taste it.

Wars of recent years with the stress and their strain on
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the fabric of Chinese society have recently joined forces
with the uprooting of peoples migrating from place to place
and from mainland to a free island. These events have hast-
ened and deepened the changes in marriage and the family
that had been gradually takihg place. More and more sociolo-
gists have become interested in studying these most impor-
tant social phenomena,and have done a limited amount of re-
search in marital and pre-marital practices in China.Pro-
fessor Chu,in this book,has gathered together all the .1atest
views,methods of research,and results that Western sociolo-
gists have used in studying pre-marital and marriage customs
and practices in their countries. He has done Chinese
sociologists and students of marriage and the family a great
service in putting them into Chinese so that they may be
available to all. Furthermore, he has made a very valuable
and useful contribution in gathering together in his book,
in the last chapter,the surveys and research that has been
done here in Free China on the attitudes and behavior patt-
erns of young people toward marriage practices,on the expe-
riences of those who have made changes and factors that
contribute or hinder happiness in married life. I think that
this book of Professor Chu Ch’en-lou will be of great
interest and use as a textbook, a reference book and as a
guideline for future research in this very interesting and
fruitful field of social research.
