The resultative complement is a very
commonly seen syntactic feature in modern
Chinese, but few foreign learners of Chinese
actively use it to express _themselves, The
reason is not that the formation of verb-result-
ative complement phrases is complicated,
but rather, the V-RC phrases are a unique
fea-ture of Chinese and something completely
new to most foreigners learning Chinese, Very
often, they are not sure whether a verb or
adjective may be used as a resultative com-
plement or whether the V-RC phrases they
have made are acceptable to native Chinese
'Spéakers, For this reason, many foreign learn-
ers are liable to make incorrect sentences
when they try to use this unmique form
and consequently they tend to avoid it when
