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Congratulations

On behalf of the faculty and the Board of Directors of Au-
gustana College, it is my pleasure to present President Kaiyuan
Zhang for the degree of Doctor of Laws.

A noted American scholar of modern China has observed
that “Professor Kaiyuan Zhang is without question one of con-
temporary China’s most important scholars and educators. A-
mong historians and specialists around the world, he is esteemed
as probably the leading specialist on the 1911 revolution (which
brought an end to dynastic rule in China); within China he is
(also) known and deeply respected as an educator, who as presi-
dent of Huazhong (Normal) University has done much to trans-
form that institution into a genuine center of the liberal arts. ”

Kiyuan Zhang was born in Zhejiang Province in east China
in 1926. While growing up, he witnessed the nominal unification
of China by the Nationalist government, the subsequent invasion
and drawn out occupation of much of China from 1937 —45 by
the Japanese, and the violent civil war that enveloped China at
the end of World War I.

From 1946 — 48, despite escalation internal -disruption,
President Zhang managed to pursue his college education in his-
tory at The University of Nanking. From 194851, he contin-
ued his studies as a Graduate sutdent at Zhongyuan University.
He then began a career as an historian and teacher at Huazhong
Normal University.

In 1980, Professor Zhang became director of The Research
Center for the study of the 1911 Revolution. Subsequently, he
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has published a number of important books on this seminal event
in China’s history. He has also published widely on other impor-
‘tant topics. .

In 1984, Kaiyuan Zhang was named president of Huazhong
Normal University and also director of The Historical Research
Institute, remaining at these posts until the fall of 1990 when he
accepted a visiting scholar’s fellowship to work at Princeton Uni-
versity. This past year he has been a visiting scholar at Yale U-
niversity. Currently he is working as a visiting professor at The
University of California at San Diego.

During the past few years Professor Zhang has lectured
widely throughout Australia and Southeast Asia; Britain, France
and Eastern Europe; the former Soviet Union; Japan, Korea,
and the United States. While in America, President Zhang has
been completing research on the history of denominational col-
leges ‘and Protestant endeavors in China from 1890 —1950. He
has been a chief collaborator with both Chinese and Western
scholars in sponsoring two international conferences, funded by
the Luce Foundation, focussed upon Christian higher education
in China,

Augustana College is especially indebted to President Zhang
because during his presidency a beneficial exchange program be-
tween Huazhong Normal University and Augustana College was
initiated. Each year one and sometimes two Augustana College
sutdents or faculty members teach and study at Huazhong while
one of their faculty members or administrators joins us in Rock
Isiand.

In presenting Kaiyuan Zhang with an honorary doctorate,
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we recognize his contributions as scholar, educator, and human-
ist. Those who have worked with President Zhang uniformly
note that he is a man of principle who has showed “a courageous
willingness to enunciate liberal values.” A longtime friend of
China and of Augustana, Dr. David W. Vikner, president of
The United Board for Christian Higher Education in Asia, ob-
served that by honoring President Zhang Kaiyuan Augustana
College Will be offering him recognition which he richly deserves
while at the same time providing us with a strong reminder of the
principles which underlie all that Augustana College represents.
