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Prefacc

This book is specially designed for the HSK Listening
Comprehension Test, and the three hundred phrases in this book
are all selected from the HSK sample test papers and recently
published simulation test papers.

The phrases are very important for the HSK Listening
Comprehension. Meanwhile they are also the most difficult parts to
prepare, such as “#[1JL", “F&FE", ‘LA L" and “¥FN\H".
Because the phrases consist of more than one Chinese character,
and usually have certain meanings that are different from the literal
interpretation, students easily misunderstand the phrases.

In order fo help the students understand and master the
phrases in the shortest time possible, we divided the phrases into
four types, according to the rules of the HSK Listening
Comprehension Test.

1. The phrases indicating mood. For example: “}#93%" means
“‘impossibility”; “ X & [ " indicates dissatisfaction and
complaint. The modal pattern is one of the most important
question patterns in the HSK Listening Comprehension, and
the phrases indicating the certain mood are just the signs for
the students to tell the different moods. Even though some
students have poor listening ability, they will be able to
choose the right answers once they know how to use
phrases indicating mood.

2.  The phrases considered as a part of speech contain noun,
verb, adjective and advaerbial phrases, such as “B§1F", “4T
TF°, “HHE", and “E#JL". These kind of phrases are
used quite frequently in the first and second parts of the
Listening Comprehension, and usually emphasized on the
test.

3. The figurative phrases. For example: “@47F" and “FF & %"
These kind of phrases consist of figurative words, such as
“6T " and “B(%E". The true meanings of the phrases are
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
