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Abstract

On the basis of interdisciplinary research products of
modern political science, sociology, culturology, science of
mass media and education—the rationale of political
socialization and through the study of ideological and political
work and the construction of spiritual civilization in the course
of Chinese people’s revolutionary struggle and the practice of
socialist construction under the leadership of the Communist
Party of China, the book puts stress on the political
socialization and its features of traditionally centralized
economy, the relations between social transition and political
socialization and the characteristics of political socialization
since the implementation of the reform policy. As a result of
this, the book comes up with the framework of political
socialization in the social transition. Methodologically, the
book is characterized by theoretical analysis and historical
review.

The book analyses and identifies the fundamental
implication of the political socialization based on the political
orientation model—at the individual level, political culture

learnt and accepted by social members which, in turn, makes

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an impact on the process of political culture; at the social
level, the political socialization refers to the process of the
political system—namely that of political culture which gets
social members to share the common  ‘political criteria’ ,
‘political values’ and  ‘political identity”’. It also holds
that the priority about theoretical study of political
socialization in the field of political science is given to the
process in which the political system infuses social members
with a common political culture via appropriate means such as
propaganda and education.

The conclusion of the book is; during the period of highly
centralized economic and political system, the thought of the
ruling of a state through overly hastening to succeed and the
political mobilization rendered the political socialization
exposed to the administrative push for a long time. The
transition of traditional society into modern one has actually
brought an impact on the values of individuals and given rise to
the puzzlement about political socialization. Since the
implementation of the reform policy, accompanied by the
renewal of political culture, political socialization has
gradually been demonstrating the features of the combination
of education with communication, the combination of guidance
with norms and the merging of education into culture which
are compatible with the development of times. The political
socialization in social transition should constitute an overall
framework for the unity of tradition and modernity, the
institutional construction of political socialization, the
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expansion of citizen’s participation and the enforcement and

improvement of Party leadership.
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
