Abstract

This book intends to interpret human economic behaviors
from the view of humanism . The traditional economics based on
the analysis of cultural thinking can do much in studying and an-
alyzing specific problems, but it is weak in investigating the ulti-
mate human problems such as man-nature relations . Moreover,
the fatal weakness of the western analytical culture is deeply re-
vealed when the fetishism and the view ”nature against man” are
spread widely which lead to serious behaviors such as benefiting
man at the cost of the nature , benefiting oneself at the cost of
the others. This book is based on humanism and the thought of
state which focus on the concordance of man and nature. It ex-
poses the tendency of the fetishism and its result such as over-
competition, resource destruction and environmental deteriora-
tion which are against the goal of economic development. It also
tries to find a way to realize harmonious development between e-
conomy, humanity and the nature, realize the principle of "most
pleasure for most people”. This book is a reinterpretation on e-
conomics based on the Chinese culture and humanism and intends
to form a preliminary framework of economics principles, which
enables us to analyze human behaviors more systematically with

the thoughts from many other philosophies.
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The book includes four parts (twelve chapters):the impetus
of economy, the operation of economy, the management of econ-
omy and the development of economy. The main conclusions
from the book are stated as follows.

1. The four kinds of state, that is, the state of nature (zi
ran) ,the state of utility (gong li), the state of ethics (dao de)
and the state of universe (tian di) are different but harmonious,
opposite but unitary. In fact, economics is a course to study and
explain human behaviors and economic problems in different
kinds of human state, and to find keys to the problems.

2. All human behaviors, including economic behaviors, ulti-
mately aim at fulfilling the needs of human spirits. They may be
done for goods or for nature, but in the final analysis, all are for
the better satisfaction of human pleasure.

3. The potential natural resource is unlimited. The scarcity
of human resource is the radical resource scarcity. The contra-
diction between the limited abilities and the boundless desire is
the origin of all economic and social contradictions. Difference of
human resource is the basic reason of variant economic develop-
ment,

4. Pan-consumption concept must be established to develop
the thought of “man and nature in harmony” which is the essence
of Chinese culture.

5. Life-cost is the very source of all costs. All expenditure,
in the final analysis, is the expenditure of life-costs. The efforts
of all human economic activities are to minimize life-costs and to
maximize satisfactions of pleasures.

6. We must differ national wealth from natural wealth. Na-
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tional wealth,actually, is the personalization of natural wealth.
Man must establish the thought of "man and nature in harmony”
to obtain sustainable development of economy and society.

7. Human labor is the only source of goods value and econo-
my surplus. Goods value and national wealth are created by ma-
terialized labor and human labor together,

8. The relationship between fairness and efficiency is, in
fact, the relationship between fairness and fairness, so as to say.,
fairness according to needs(needs fairness) or according to abili-
ties (abilities fairness). Economic development is a gradual end-
less procedure from efficiency to fairness, a proceduce from abili-
ties fairness to needs fairness.

9. Production and exchange activities are in an endless pro-
gressing procedure from non-planning to planning , from ele-
mentary planning to advanced planning. Thus, the machanism of
resource allocation by market is efficient at present with no other
choices. The economy is doomed to transfer to a more efficient
planning and market economy.

10. Opportunist conducts resulting from the contradiction
between limited life-costs and boundless human desire are the ba-
sic reasons why government, institutions and ethics are needed.

- 11. The development of man is a mirror of the development
of society and economy. The state of human development is the
only measure of social and economic development level. Average
life expectancy is the ultimate synthetic indicator to measure the
general economic development level of one country.

12. Man and nature, as well as economy and society are

closely correlated. Economic equilibrium and harmonious eco-
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nomic development will inevitably lead to the establishment of
social equilibrium and harmonious social systems, in other
words, the birth of communism. I firmly believe that commu-
nism will be the inevitable institutional choice of human economic

and social development.
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
