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A Brief Introduction of Pujiu Temple

Pujiu Temple locates on Ermei Upland 3 kilo-
meters east ancient Puzhou, Yongji in southwest-
ern Shanxi Province. The upland is 29 to 31 me-
ters high and has 3 sides of south, north and west
face deep valleys. It stretches northeastward away.
The upland has a north — south length of 350 me-
ters and west — east width 200 meters. It covers an
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area of 70 000 square meters. Facing south the
temple occupies a high position and backs the up-
land. It enjoys a high relief and open wide fields of
vision. It is an age — old Buddhist temple and the
story in famous classical drama “the Western
Wingroom” did originate here.

The Temple has been restored since 1986. It
is extensive and distinct in style with a layout of 3
— plats and 3 — axles. Those 3 axles, the East, the
center and the West, are of styles at Tang Dy-
nasty, Song — Jin dynasty’ s period and Ming —
Qing dynasty’ s period respectively. The halls,
houses, storied buildings, porches, corridors,
pavilions and’ pagoda in the temple arise step by
step from the foot to the top of the upland. It
makes a sense of majestic, solemn, tall, graceful
and free natural upright. In the temple the build-
ings related to the story scattered in the temple.
They are Western Chamber lodged by Scholar
Chang, “Pear — flower Inner Yard” occupied by
Lady Yingying’s family and “Study Yard” moved
into by Scholar Chang after General Baima’ s rescue
the temple from a siege. At the rear of the temple
there is a vivacious park with a land of rise and
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fall. In the park you can see sharp —- cut hanging
high stone rows, kiosk with up — flying eaves and
winding path bridge over Lotus lake. That bridge
is connected with kiosk, and the stone with the
lake. lady Yingying’ s “moon — worship table”
sets bamboo groves and pine tress off.

Yingying Tower in the temple not only shows
a splendid sigh of primitive stmplicity but also is fa-
mous for its unique structure and echo. When
tourists knock at tower side with a piece of stone
the tower will echo clear and melodious giwoo and
giwoo like a frog. It surprises and amuses tourists
so that the frog’s giwoo in Pujiu has been one of
the most well known scenic spots in Yongji since
ancient times.

Since the publication of The Western
Wingroom, Pujiu is becoming more and more well
known and makes the Pagoda in the temple to be
renamed as Yingying Tower. The beautiful touch-
ing love story has moved hundreds after hundreds’
years and brings the temple a well — known tour
