1~ his book is more than a biography of Zhang
T Taiyan(Chang T’ai—yen). It is rather a com-

- mentary of Zhang Taiyan’s scholastic activities. It
tries to locate his position in modern Chinese schol-
arship through the discussion of his scholastic life
and achievements.

The book is divided into eight chapters.

Chapter I discusses Zhang's experiences in his
youth. It attempts to reveal how he accepted the
rigid scholarly training of the Ch’ing period and
how he became a rising young scholar under the in-
fluence of several great scholars.

Chapter I recounts how Zhang was -influ-
enced by the ‘new knowledge’ (namely modern
western natural sciences and social sciences )around
the period of the Sino—Japanese War of 1894—5,
and how he formed his new thoughts through the

course of the Reform Movement.
