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The formation of the Chinese nation is the result of
the integration of all Chinese nationality groups, This
national integration began from the period of Five Em-
perors, and lasted for thousands of years,the relation-
ship between all Chinese nationality groups has been
developed into a complete harmony In this artical I try
to reveal the cause of formation in respect of marria-
ge, war and origin of culture, Firstly, the integration
has a bearing on the intermarriage between different
nationality groups, In regards of the scope of thisinter-
marriage, a tendancy of stable was shown in the Han
Dynasty to the Tang Dynasty, As a result, it made all
the Chinese nationality groups even closer than ever
before, Secondly, the national integration also owed
to national wars, These wars were the red occurance in
history They not only fostered the patriotism of the

Chinese nation, but also consolidated the national uni--
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fication, And thirdly, the national integration has mu-
ch to do with the cultural admittance of all Chinese
nationality groups, Stem from the same original cul-
