Beijing, the Capital of China

Beijing is the capital of the People’s Republic of China and the center
of China’s political and cultural life. It’s one of the largest cities in the
world. It covers an area of about 17,000 square kilometers. Some 8 million
people live in the city proper and about 3 million live in its suburbs.

Beijing is located in the northern part of China, with mountains to its
east, west and north, and the Yongding River running through its
southwestern part. The longest street in Beijing is the Chang An Street,
which is about 40 km long. The busiest street there is Wangfujing Street,
where there are all kinds of department stores and shops and where you can
buy almost anything.

Beijing has a history of more than 3,000 years. Although it is entirely a
modern city, it is known for its ancient civilization. The Great Wall was
built over 2,000 years ago. The Purple Forbidden City, also called the
Palace Museum, was the imperial palace for 24 emperors of Ming and Qing
Dynasties. The Ming Tombs consist of mausoleums of 13 Ming emperors.
The Temple of Heaven, built in 1420, was used by the emperors of Ming
and Qing Dynasties to pray for a bumper harvest. Beihai Park, the world's
oldest imperial garden, was built more than 800 years ago. Inside it there's
the Round City built in the Yuan Dynasty. The Summer Palace was first
built in 1750, and was destroyed and rebuilt later for three times.

Tiananmen Square is the heart of China. It is so big that a rally of half
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a million people can take place here. Behind it is the Purple Forbidden City.
In its center is the Monument to the People’s Heroes, To its south is the
Chairman Mao Memorial Hall. To its east is the Beijing Working People’s
Palace of Culture. To its west are the Great Hall of the People and Sun
Yat-sen Park.

All the historical sites and many other scenic spots in Beijing attract
thousands upon thousands of tourists at home and abroad every year. They
linger about those places and forget to turn back.

When you come to Beijing, you’ll find it very convenient to live there.
Scores of first-rate hotels with modern facilities offer fine accommodations.
The modern traffic can take you wherever you'd like to go. People can
enjoy a variety of delicious dishes and pastries such as roast ducks, roast
suckling pigs, stewed chicken with bird’s nests and mushrooms, bean rolls
and thousand-layer cakes. Many visitors regard eating roast ducks as a

tuxury.
