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SYNOPSIS

Mr, Yu Youren,an outstanding personage in Chin-
ese modern history, was a founder of the Kuomintang,
a veteran journalist and a irue patriot, He also had
great attainments in poetry, essay-writing and calligra-
phy. His poems and calligraphy have been published in
many editions both at home and abroad, but very few
essay collections are compiled, The present Collection of
Essays by Yu Youren attempts to fill this gap,

Mr, Yu Youren joined the revolution in his early
years, starting such newspapers as “The Divine Land”,
“People’ s Call”, “People’s Appeal” and “People’s De~
termination”, and personally writing a considerable:
number of articles with insight to eriticize social evils,
During the subsejquent bourgeois revolution in particu~
lar,he supported Dr, Sun Yet-sen’s Three Great Polici-
es of alliance with Russia, co-operation witn the
Communist Party and assistance to the peasants and
workers, and appealed for national unity, During the
first co-operation beeween the Chinese Communist
Party and the Kuomintang, he wrote articles to stress
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that the two Parties should join hands, and not
to split, “to split, both would suffer; to unite,

both would gain”, In 1935, The Meritorious Deeds of

Huang Di was compiled under Mr, Yu's guidance

and organization, The book, with a preface written
by Mr, Yu himself, eulogized the ancestor of the
Chinsse nation and, therefore, expressed far-reaching
intentions for the strengthening of the unity of the whole
nation, After reading Mr, Yu’'s works, one can feel
that he had made it his duty to help strengthen natio-
nal unity and to promote democracy and progress,
He assimilated the fine traditions of Chinese culture

and developed his unique characteristics, His works,

with their own style, were full of enthusiasm, aspira
tions and patriotism, True and earnest, they were very
convincing and exerted a tremendous influence,

Mr, Liu Yongping, the compiler of this book, is
now the culture and history committee man of the
Revolutionary Committee of the Kuomintang, Beijing
Branch, Before liberation, he used to work on the
Secretariat of the Supervisory Committee in the
National Government, He then was transferred to the
Supcrvisor's office, thus able to be near Mr., Yu
Youren and get to know well the man and his
writings, After many years of painstaking work, Mr,
Liu succeeded in compiling this book with Mr, Yu's
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manuscripts he has safely kept and the materials he has
since collected,

The book consists of three parts, Part One,
“Literary Selections”, contains 79 pieces of forewords
to periodicals, editorials, lecture notes, biographies
and epitaphs written during the period from
the days of“Tong Meng Hui” (League of Revolutionaries)
through the founding the Republic of China, the
Northern Expedition, the war of Resistance against
Japanese Aggression till the time when he lived in
Taiwan, Part Two, “Essays”, carries 104 essays pub-
Hshed in the columns “Random Thoughts from Heaven
and Earth” and “Spring and Autumn in Shanghai’of
the newspaper“People’s Determination”,Part Three is

“Appendix” , which, in addition to the forewords to
periodicals jointly written with others and The Meri-
torious Deeds of Huang Di compiled under Mr,Yu's
supervision, contains a Chronological Tchle of Yu
Youren by Liu Yongping and Chen Feng, This Table
systematically describes Mr, Yu's life experience, his
political achievements and some anecdotes,

The book is an extensive collection of Mr, Yu
Youren’s writings and has great values as historical
documents,

The Preface was written hy Mr, Wang Kunlun, the

late Chairman of the Ceniral Committee of the
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Revolutionary Committee of the Kuomintang, Mr, Qu
Wu, Viee-Chairman of the Chinese People’s Political
Consultative Conference, wrote an article“Premier
Zhou Enlai’s Concern for Mr, Yu Youren and How It
Educated Me” by way of an introduction, Mr, Qu Wu
also suggested the title and wrote it on a label,

The book may serve as a memento to remember
Mr, Yu Youren and to develop the study of his life
and work by people from all fields in China, by
overseas Chinese, and by our compatriots in Taiwan,
Hong Kong and Macao,
