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EXPLANATORY NOTES

[ .The Third National Population Census has been conducted
in the People’s Republic of China based‘upon the decision of
the Chinese Communist Party and the State Council, Beginning
from the end of 1979, the preparatory work was made for the
census and the whole enumeration started on i July 1982 (the
reference time for the national population census is () hour of
1 July 1982). Under the unified leadership of the Party com-
“mittees and the people’s governments at all levels and with
the active support. of the people of all nationalities, it has
béen proved by the post-enumeration check that the results of
"the census enumeration has met the requirements of high qua-
lity, On 27 October 1982, the State Statistical Bureau issued
the results of the manual tabulation for the census in the

“Communique of the State Statistical Bureau of the People’s
Republic of China on the Major Figures of the 1982 National
Population Census”., Figures included in the communique are
the total population, sex structure, structure of nationalities,
population by educational level, birth rate and death rate in
1981, total pbpulatibn in cities and towns and distribution of

population. by area, etc.. In December 1982, the China Statisti-




cal Publishing House published and put on sale the booklet
“The Major Figures of the China Third National Population
Census” which included the above mentioned major figures
by province, municipality and autonomous region,

I .According to the Article YXI of the “Statute of the Third
National Populstion Census” , the machine tabulation of the
census data is divided into two phases, Firstly, the advanced
sample tabulation which has already been done; secondly, the
overall tabulation which is ongoing,

Il .This material contains the results of the advanced sample
tabulation which is based on the method of systematic and
cluster sampling (as for the details, see the annex “The Spe-
cific Rules for the Advanced Sample Tabulation of the Third
National Population Census” ) and 10% of the production
teams and residents’ groups (normally in each team or group
there are 50 households, about 200 persons) have been se-
lected throughout the country, The selected 10% samples have
been processed by computers, The total sample size covers a
population of 100,380,000 in 659,759 production teams and re-
sidents’ groups.

IV.The quality of the 10% advanced sample tabulation results
is fairly high, It is acceptable if the error rate of data entry
for total items is lower than 1 %,, the standard set by the state.
The error rates for total items in most of the provinces, mu-

nicipalities and autonomous regions have been controlled un-
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der 0.1%, and a few provinces under (.2%,, even the highest
error rate is much lower than the allowable error standard de-
fined by the state as the 100% verification was done on the
10% advanced sample tabulation data, According to the state
defined standard for computer logical check, it is acceptable
if the error rate for total records is lower than 20%,. The sta-
tistics prove that the error rate for total records is only 4.1%,
and the data on brigades and neighbourhood committees fai-
Ied in computer logical check and sent back to the brigades and
neighbourhood committees only account for 4,4%, of the passed
data on brigades and neighbourhood committees,
V .This material is compiled and published based on the ta-
bles defined in “Formats of Tables of Computer Tabulation in
the Third National Population Census” , The major figures of
the 10% advanced sample tabulation on age, industry and oc-
cupation of the employed population, status of the non-work-
ing population, marital status and women fertility status, etc,
in 29 provinces, municipalities and autonomous regions, and
the cross-classification and comparison between the above men-
tioned items have been added into this material in additton to
the items included in the manual tabulation,

The data on deaths by age have not been tabulated in the
10% advanced sample tabulation as it is a case survey, so it
is not available in this material, Data on deaths by age in 10

provinces, municipalities and autonomous regions are attached
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to this material,

For comparison purpose, the main manual tabulations of
China 1982 census are attached in the annex,
VI .In this material the population is measured or counted by
head and the number of households by household, It is because
of rounding figures if the total number listed in this material
is not equal to the second decimal place of relating elements,
