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ABSTRACT

The paper falls into three parts to deal with the problems of
the corruption in KMT Government: How KMT government be-
came corrupt; the corrupt practices manifested in political, eco-
nomic and military fields;the roots of the KMT Government cor-
ruption probed.

The corruption of KMT Government was seen even in the
early days of its extablishment at Nanjing, and was thoroughly ex-
posed after the breakout of the second Sino — Japanese War. Politi-
cally, the corrupt KMT Governmnet fell into personal dictator-
ship, and the government bodies were filled by people appointed
by favouritism. Militarily, KMT Government maintained a mas-
sive army under Generalism’s direct control, not for resisting the
Japanese aggressors, but for the impending civil war, weakening
the forces of resistance, being a betrayal of the nation. Economical-
ly, KMT Government exercised strict control and economic
monopoly under the pretext of wartime needs, expanding bureau-
crat capital, taking the whole nation the personal property . The
corruption of KMT Government was very grave after the war.
KMT Government finally came to grief in 1949.

The corruption of KMT Government took its root in KMT
itself, its conservativism, its parochialism, and its exclusiveness. In
1927 the right wing of KMT broke away and estabilshed govern-
ment at Nanjing. Corrupt and imcompetent was, inevitably, the
KMT Government in ruling semi — colonial, semi — feudal china,

especially when China’s existence was in peril.
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
