Relationship between hunting and sex. Rock engravings of Tiout, Atlas Range.
Sahara, Algeria. An ostrich hunter is using the bow and an arrow with a large head.
He is helped by a dog. His penis (and probably his arm) is related by a line to the
pubis of the female figure behind him. Between the woman and the hunter thera is a
caprine with a triangular symbol between the horns. The same symbol is repeated on
the head of the woman and probably is an indicator. The animal. plus the idecgram,
may indicate the identily or the name of the woman. The cbject of the hunt. the
ostrich. has in its vicinity. two cup marks. They indicate the ostrich as the ohject
meaning " to do” or, in this case. subject to be hunted
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Boats and human beings on the shores of the Caspian Sea. Rock engravings of an
agricultural and fishing population. To the left. a couple is holding hands. Male and
female are being instructed by a woman who is larger in size. presumably indicating
that she is more important. The male sex is indicated by one line while the female sex
by two. The boats are superimposed. They have been added later on the surface
