The present work deals with the Aves fauna in Zhejiang
Province. 414 species and 28 subspecies of birds which belong
to 63 families and 19 orders have been recorded.

In this book, the general account elaborated on the re-
search history and faunistical distribution of the birds in
Zhejiang. The systematic accounts described the main char-
acteristics of all the species, subspecies and families,
including keys to their indentification, and provided a great
amount of information about the biology, ecology, zoogeog-
raphic distribution and economic values of them. The book
also contains 282 line~drawings and 47 coloured illustrations.
In addition, the protection, and raising management of
birds, and the manufacture of the specimens were discus—

sed in the appendix.
