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ABSTRACT

The antimonopoly law is the basic law of Market Economy.
The rule of the antimonopoly law has high uncertainty, but the law
is the rule of behavior, it’s certain, so the uncertainty of the anti-
monopoly law must be eliminated. Otherwise the law will not have
its effect. The uncertainty of the antimonopoly law is eliminated in
three ways. One is the interpretation of the rule by the general ex-
planation method, in this way the antimonopoly law can eliminate
some uncertainty. But in many cases it should have the aidof the
economic interpretation. The second is by a special competition ad-
ministering organization. The third is by the judgments of the
court. The same problem is also existed in the international anti-
monopoly law.

Specifically, this dissertation is divided into six chapters. Chap-
ter 1 is the comparative study of the antimonopoly law among the
four representative countries: US, UK, Germany, Japan. These
countries are the representative countries in their common law and
continental law systems. By the comparative study we can under-
stand its character. Chapter 2 studies on the uncertainty of the anti-
monopoly law. This character is inherent nature. It has economic
reason. The antimonopoly law’ s uncertainty mainly manifest the

uncertainty of principle of defying the law, reason principle and the
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uncertainty of the policy of the antimonopoly law. At last, a case
can show this kind of uncertainty. Chapter 3 is about the character
of uncertainty of general law. The nature of the antimonopoly law is
not it’s own character, other law also has some uncertainty. If we
neglect this background, many reasons can not be uncovered. The
character of the antimonopoly law is based on this common nature.
Chapter 4 discusses how the uncertainty of the antimonopoly law is
eliminated. QOut of question, general elimination way is also used in
the antimonopoly law, but in the antimonopoly law efficiency is em-
phasized, economic analysis is popularly used in the elimination of
the uncertainty of antimonopoly law. So, except court, independent
competition administer organization is very important. Economic
analysis is also discussed in this chapter. Chapter 5 especially consi-
ders the character of international antimonopoly law. It is different
from the national antimonopoly law. In regional international law,
the EU competition law is important. The analysis of EU law can
make clear the character of the international antimonopoly unified
rule and the deference of its character and difficulties of its forma-
tion, Extraterritorial application constitutes the main regulation
form, and so multinational treaty is the main form of international
law. But the uncertainty of antimonopoly is also existed; effort is
needed in this side. Chapter 6 is about the antimonopoly law of our

country and provides some suggestions.
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
