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ABSTRACT

The purport of this thesis is to research the new situ-
ations and new problems facing the armymen’s moral
character development under the socialist markert econo-
my. The logic structure of the thesis is as follows: starting
with the research on the new situations created by the his-
toric conditions of the understanding of the peculiarity of
armymen’s moral charcter under the socialist market e-
conomy, probing the main contradictions of basic princi-
ples of the development of the armymen’s moral character
under the socialist market economy, and further on ,
putting forward the strtegy to develep armymen’s moral
character under the socialist market economy. In auther’s
view, while the consistancy of the socialist market econo-
my and socialist morality supplies a favorable condition
for the development of the armymen's moral character,
the imperfections of the socialist market economy and the
pessive effects of the social moral life pose a severe chanl-
lenge. This dissertation, on the basis of inquiries and on—

the —spot investigations, outlines the main peculiarities of
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armymen’s moral character under the current level and
the development goal of the armymen’s moral character
under the socialist market economy. And the basic princi-
ples are as follows: the principle of the consistancy of
army construction and armymen’s moral character devel-
opment, the principle of the guiding role of the developing
subject, and the dynamic role of the develop object, and
principle of the combination of behavior code thought
guide. Basing on the above research achievements, this
thesis gives the basic thinking and strategy on the
armymen’s moral character development under the social-
