Foreword

China’s traditional culture is the natural outgrowth
of its ancient, continuous civilization, During its long
history, the Chinese nation has sometimes absorbed forei-
gn influence, sometimes rejected it, but throughout it has

endured as a coherent cultural system,

Long before the ancient Greeks, the Chinese created
a holographic culture that embraced Dao ( ji§),Xiang(£),
Shuo (%), and Li (# ) in a humanistic science which
integrated heaven and earth, the metaphysical and the
physical, Thus, this distinctive dialectic thinking included
the three major elements of the universe—heaven, earth,
and man—and their relations, The resulting depth of
Chinese culture rivaled that of the West and, in some cases,
anticipated modern science,

Throughout history, China’s culture has in varying
degrees profoundly influenced the world, It has only been
within the last two centuries that Western culture and
its theoretical framework has struck at the very soul of
Chinese traditional culture, The propagation of nihilism
and the application of such concepts as the inferiority com-
plex, self-repudiation, and self-extinction to national cul-
ture have deeply impacted China’s cultural identity,
Efforts within the past century to develop the Chinese nation
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have sometimes attempted to do so without revitalizing
its culture, But to seek to develop apart from historical
background, apart from the soil that has cultivated our
national culture, is bound to fail, Thus, current research,
development, and propagation of China’s traditional cult-
ure must give us a fresh look at ourselves,

In this information age, cultures collide, infiltrate,
and merge, We should take the advanced civilizations of
the world for our reference and, relying upon China’s
traditional culture as the basis, developing a mnatural
extension of Chinese civilization, The China Traditional
Culture Series was conceived to assist in this evolution of
Chinese culture,

The development of learning in the various branches
of China’s traditional culture must dig for the old truths
and bring them to the light of today’s understanding of
the world,thus infusing them with freshness and vitality,
Experts, scholars, and editors have brought their consi-
derable skills and knowledge to the completion of this
task, We sincerely hope the China Traditional Culture
Series will further understand both among contemporary

Chinese and the world at large as to the uniqueness that
