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Abstract

Commutation of sentence is an important system of enforcement
of punishment and the commonest legal encouraging measure. It is
necessary to perfecting the commutation system from two sides of
quality and quantity, improving its practicability, smoothing all the
relationships according to the nature, ascription and distribution,
designing just procedure in order to develop the system. It consists
of two parts, adding to six chapters.

The first part is the pandect. Chapter 1, the conception of
commutation and structure of system. Chapter 2, the origin and de-
velopment of commutation system, introducing the history. Chapter
3, drawing to a conclusion of suppositional penalty from the history
and a study of the goal of penalty.

Three main points have been developed in the second part.

Chapter 4, establishing a standard system, which core is the
inmates behavior criterion. The goal of the commutation system is to
remodel the inmates’ behavior and to ensure the safety and order of
the prison. Only good behavior could be awarded. The score of com-
mutation should be definite. Certain score means certain days of
commutation, which demands abolishing the proportion system.

Chapter.5, commutation power is penal executing power of ju-
risdiction, so it should be granted to executing department and be
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distributed in the treatment instruments. That is the demand of jus-
tice efficiency and benefit.

Chapter 6, the just procedure safeguard and the supervising
systemn being designed. Assuring the right of inmates is vital to de-
veloping commutation system. The appealing channel and the right
of gaining legal help should be ensured.
