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Abstract

The book through the analysis of stating the process and characteristics
of the economic reform, and the Russian reform in the basic social system and
ownership, the transitional process from the command economy to market
one, and the adjustment of the government macro economic policy, and the
main conclusions of the post-doctor’s work are as the following:

@ The economic reform should not cut itself off from the masses nor lose
contact with reality. There is no inevitable relations between economic reform
and social system changes, transforming into market economy does not neces-
sarily mean that the basic socialist system must be given up, the same is true
that the sole and sudden privatization could not spontaneously guarantee an
ownership conforming to market economy.

@ The economic reform should not copy reform scheme from other coun-
tries without noting its own specific national situation, the transformation
from the command economy to market one needs more indispensable macro
regulation and powerful government authority.

@ The successful economic reform usually replies on a stable political and
social environment, and the healthy and orderly economic development results
from the consistency and endurance of political decision making, which de-
pends upon and influences over each other. But the violent political confronta-
tion and interests conflict in Russia that has lasted for many years seriously
hinders the stable and smooth development of economic reform.

®Russia lacks the basis of market economy. To adopt the so-called
"shock therapy" by Gaidal's government is contrary to Russian situation,
whose standpoint was not to increase "productivity" but "foreign aid".

®Russian economic reform measures are usually radical and improper,



lacking sober-minded estimate of the difficulties and complicatedness to trans-
form into market economy under economic crisis, which, therefore, fails to
reach the goal of reform measures, on the contrary, further discourages peo-
ple s confidence in reform.

®The economic relations among the Independent States Union were se-
riously damaged, in addition, the nationalistic independence inclination in
Russia Federal various areas further undermines the already difficult economic

reform efforts,
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
