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When we helped the students to prepare tor the Listening
Comprehension of HSK, they often complained of. “The speaking
épeed of the Listening Comprehension is too fast for us to catch the
meating of” or “What | heard was nol a compiete dialogue, but single
words without any connection between them.”

The immediate cause of such problems is that students don't
grasp enough words of the Listening Comprehension. especiaily key
words. In order to enlarge ther wvocabulary of the Listaning
Comprehension in a short pengd of time, the students shouid not
tecite the new words in the dictionary blindly, but instead collect and
recite them intentionally.

On the basis of our study. the vocabulary of the HSK Listening
Comprehension has two remarkable features.

First, the words used in the Listening Comprehension Test are
rather colioguial. However most of the words tha students are familiar
wilh are literary words, which come from textbooks or dictionanes.
Faor example, the studenis all know “fLk:", and “#iLfT”, but they don't
know these words are expressed as “B", and “¥" in the spokién
fanguage. The Listenhing Comprehension of HSK tries to test students
for is these kinds of colloquial words

Second, when words appear 10 be very easy, the students
usually negtect them. However, these words have more than one
meaning, but the students onty know their simplest definitions. For
example, every student knows the word “F4” means “white”, bul the
maaning which the Listening Comprehension of HSK tests for is “in
vain; for nothing”. Because of a large number of ambiguous words in
the Listening Comprehension, the students often misundarstand the
sentences, and resulting in mistakes on the test.

To help the students to improve their listening ability in a short
period of time, we choose 400 key words frequently used in the



Listening Comprehension and which are difficult to understand. i the
students recite the fallowing five forms of the key words in this book,
they will improve their listening ability, thus achieve higher scores on
the H3X more easily.

The meanings of the words we chose for this book are the
meanings that are frequently used in the test. In this way,
students can focus on the important points and to avoid
spending time in vain.

The words are classified according 1o the imporiant and difficult
points in the HSK Listening Comprehension,

To emphasize the importance of the kstening, we designed the
drills after each sort of words. The guestion patterns in the drills
completely imitate the HSK test, so that students undertake the
more practical exercises.

This book supplies simple and effective ways te improve your

Listening ability and will be an excellant investment in your future.
