In 1807 Noah Webster began his greatest works. An American Dictionary of the English Language.
In preparing the manuscript, he devoted ten years to the study of English and 1ts relationship to other
languages, and seven more years to the wnting itself. Published in two volumes in 1828, An American
Dictionary of the English Language has become the recognized authonty for usage in the United States
Webster’s purpose in writing 1t was to demonstrate that the American languages was developing distinct
meanings, pronunciations, and spellings from those of British English. He 1s responsible for advancing
stmphfied spelling forms: develop instead of the British form develope, theater and center instead of

theatre and centre; color and honor instead of colour and honour
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2. Nobel Prize Acceptance Speech-William Faulkner

I feel that this award was not made to me as a man but to my work - a life’s work in the agony and
sweat of the human spirit, not for glory and least of all for profit, but to create out of the materials of the
human spirit something which did not exist before. So this award is only mine in trust. It will not be
difficult to find a dedication for the money part of it commensurate with the purpose and significance of
its origin. But I would like to do the same with the acclaim too, by using this moment as a pinnacle from
which T might be listened to by the young men and women already dedicated to the same anguish and

travail, among whom is already that one who will some day stand here where 1 am standing ...

The poet’s, the writer’s duty is to write about a spirit capable of compassion and sacrifice and
endurance. It is his privilege to help man endure by lifting his heart, by reminding him of the courage and
honour and hope and pride and compassion arid pity and sacrifice which have been the glory of his past.
The poet’s voice need not merely be the record of man, it can be one of the props, the pillars to help him

endure and prevail.

3. Exploring with An Artist Picasso

His mother said that his first word was “pencil”. One story tells that he started to draw before he
learned to say any words at all. He was interested in drawing and painting and sculpturing from the time

he was a small boy in Spain.

Picasso was an inventor and an explorer. But he didn’t invent machines or explore strange places.
Instead, he explored and experimented with art. He was always able to work anywhere or any time of the
day or night. He carved a figure from the nearest stick of wood, painted with his fingers, made drawings

with a rusty nail, and even made a bull’s head from the handlebars and seat of bicycle.

Picasso painted Spanish fighting bulls, horse races and clowns. He painted people and animals as
they are. He also invented a kind of art called cubism, which is made up of simple shapes like squares or

cubes.

If you look closely at the picture named Three Musicians - you’ll see not only shapes but also three

men. What other things can you find in the picture?

People called Picasso’s big studio a jungle — a jungle of thick paints, brushes, chalk, pottery,
colored pencils, and crayons all mixed up with many other things — rolls of heavy paper and canvas,

picture frames and easels, and tools for cutting designs on heavy board.
