A Brief Description of
Luya Mountain

Luya (Reed Shoot) Mountain, histerically called
“ihe first mountain in Shanxi Province”, lies majnifi-
cently in the juncture between Ninwn and Wuzhai
Counties, with a land area of 22 000 mu(1 467 ha. ),
and a forest area of 800 mu(333 ha. ). Iis main Peak
is 2 745 meters high, with jagged rocks of grotesque
shapes, piercing through the clouds, looking in the
distance just like reed shoots emerging from the water
surface.

On the top of the main peak there is a bronze -
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roofed temple, lookmg splendid tn green and gold, as
if on the verge of flying inta the sky, very preoipitous
indeed! White clouds usually float over the caves and
mists often circle around the peaks with water dripping
incessantly throughout the year. Colourful waterfalls fly
over precipices vieing with each other for glamour,
Vast expanse of jorests extends endlessly. Thus, in an-
cient times, writers and poets usually described it as a
fairgland or a place of happiness, giving it a pretty
name of “reed shoot dripping green” .

The dozen ancient temples around the main peak
and the several naturally ~ formed grotesque rocks and
precipitous ravins constitute the marvelous spectacles
on Luya Mountain. Such scenic spots and hisivrical
sites as nine - step ladder, heaven rovine, tight - watst
gorge, rock slit, flower — watching platform, golden -
dragon pond, refreshing stene bench, vidlet cliff, ele-
gant ridge, foret — protecting old man, forest — watch-
ing monkey, southern heaven gale, general — like
stone, donkey — shaped rock, etc. have all well pre-
served, and together with their myths and legends, add
fascinating colours to Luya Mountain,

In addition, Luya Mouniain is also admired by
people of the world for its rich plant and anmal re-
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sources and its uniform, continnous forests.

On December 18, 1980 Shanxi Provincial Govern-
ment approved to establish Luya Mountain as a compre-
hensive nature preservation zone, mainly o preserve
Hema Pheasants  mantchuricum )}, spruces, and North
China larches. On December 8, 1997, Luya Mountain
was approved by the State Council as a national nature
preserve, and in 1995 it was nominated by Shamxi
Provineial Party Committee and Government as the Base

for Patriotism Fducation in Shanxi Province.
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
