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Summary

This academic work studies thoroughly the stone
carvings (rock paintings, frescoes, characters carved in
Rocks), which have been discovered so far.in Guizhou.

The Author offers not only the descriptions of the
carvings, but also the natural and human surroundings
in which the stone carvings are distributed, managing to
find out, to identify and to clarify the'pictures like signs
and images based on his knowledge of history, anthro-
pology, archaeology by making a three — dimensional
comparison between Guizhou stone carvings with those
in its neighboring provinces, trying to confirm when
they were carved and who did them.

Rock paintings in Guizhou as a relic are disappear-
ing. One of the aims of this book, thus, is to rescue

them by recording what we have already known by far.
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
