#} 1 More than 30, 000 drivers and front passengers are
killed or seriously injured each year. At a speed of only 30 miles
per hour, it is the same as falling from a third floor window.
Wearing a seat belt saves lives. It reduces your chance of death or
serious injury by more than half.

Therefore drivers or front seat passeagers over 14 in most
vehicles must wear a seat belt. If you do not you could be fined
up to 50 Pound. It will not be up to the drivers to make sure you
wear your belt. But it will be the driver’s responibility to make

sure that children under 14 do not ride in front unless they are

wearing a seat belt of some kind.

Howerver, you do not have to wear a seat belt, if you are re-
versing your vehicle or you are making a local delivery or collec-
tion using a special vehicle; or if you have a valid medical certifi-
cate which excuses you from wearing it . Make sure these circum-
stances apply to you before you decide not to wear your seat
belt. Remember, you may be taken to court for not doing so, and
you may be fined if you cannot prove to the court that you have
been excused from wearing it.

(On June, 17, 1774 the officials from Maryland and Virginia
held a talk with the Indians of the six nations, The Indians were
invited to send boys to Willian and Marry college. In the letter
the next day, they refused the offer as follows)

We know that you have a high opinion of the kind of learn-
ing taught in your colleges, and that the costs of living of our
young men, while with you, would be very expersive to you. We
are convinced that you mean to do us good by you proposal and
we thank you heartily. But you must knqw that different nations
have different ways of looking at things and you will therefore
not be offended if our ideas of this kind of education happen not
to be the same as your;; We have had some experience of it. Sev-
eral of our young people were formerly brought up at the colleges
of the northern provinces; they were taught all your science. But
when they came back to us they were bad runners, ignorant of
every means of living in the woods. They were totally good for
nothing.

We are, however, not less obliged by your kind offer, though
we refuse to accept it,and to show grateful sense of it. If the gen-
tlemen of Virginia will send us a dozen of their sons, we will take
care of their education, teach them in all we know,and make men
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
