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ABSTRACT

Recent years have witnessed the emergence of an increasing interest in the
problem of rationality which is concerned with the relationship between the cul-
tural modemity and its self — assurance; the origin, reality and future of social
modernization; the interaction between cultural modernity and social moderniza-
tion, etc. It has become one of the mutually essential problems in both philoso-
phy and sociology since Max Weber. The problem of rationality issues from the
shift of culture, both of the real one from ancient culture to modern culture and of
the ideal one from modern culture to postmodern culture. In this dissertation,
this problem is analyzed from the concept, the conception and the standard of ra-
tionality. Cultural perspectives determine all answers to such questions as what is
rationality, how it works and whether there is any objective standard of rationali-
ty. Three cultural perspectives are available for solution of the problem of ratio-
nality: insisting on the project of modern culture (Habermas) ; advocating a post-
modern culture (Rorty, among others) and substituting communist culture for
class culture (Marxism). In order to get rid of relativism, the author formulates
an ultimate definition of rationality in accordance with the principles of dialectical

materialism and historical materialism.
