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Abstract

I had collected more than 40 essays on the developments of his-
torical geography of China during 1949 ~1999 to compile this book,
in which nearly a quarter of them is my owns. I divided them into
three parts as follows;

The first part is summation about trends of this subject written
in different period. Most of them emphasized that historical physical
geography had been developing greatly, while historical human geog-
raphy was regarded as psudoscience erroneously during 1949 ~1976.
This mistake was not corrected until the end of 1970s. Historical hu-
man geography has been well developing enormously from then on
and it has become the main section of historical geography of China
now.

The second part is about the trendency report of many branches
of this subject and different area’s studies. These branches include
historical physical geograghy, historical human geography, ancient
books and records of historical geography, historical geographers, and
so on. Seperately, 6 essays of historical regional geography were stud-
ies about loess plateau, Southwest China, frontier region, four juns of
the He — i Corridor, Xiang jun ,etc.

The third part is annual report of historical geography of China
fron 1981 to 1999. This series has been continued year after year for
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neatly twenty yeats.
In a word, this book is review of historical geography of China
during 1949~ 1999. It is a rudiments book of this subject, a useful

material as well.
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
