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ABSTRACT

History is also heritage. The history of the 20th century,
particularly that of its last over 10 yeras, will cast its shadow
on and extend to the next one hundred years. Therefore, to ex-
plore the coming socialism must start from history and reality.

In the early 20th century, led by Lenin, more than 200,
000 Bolsheviks seized power in Russia, but towards the end of
the century, nearly 20,000,000 members of CPSU with Gor-
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bachev as their leader lost power. The booming of guns of
Cruiser ABPOPA which attacked the Winter Palace in October
1917 and that of Yal tsin’s Tanks T — 72 which attacked the
White House (in Moscow) in October 1993 fever berated on
the same piece of earth in so inharmonious a way. It left many
unresolved riddles. But we must resolve them, in present day,
namely before the 20th century comes to an end.

Since the tremendous changes in USSR and the East Eu-
ropean countries, how have the situation of the society and the
people been in them? What are the socialists in these nations
thinking of at the moment? What is the tendency of the social-
ist movement in these countries? Originally, social democratic
parties of various countries in the world took pleasure in and
congratulated each other on the dramatic changes in USSR and
the East European countries, but how are things with them?
And how will their things develop in the days to come? After
some time of confusion and evolution, what is the present gen-
eral condition of the national socialism in the large areas of A-
sia, Africa and Latin America? Currently, the whole world pays
great attention to the socialist reform practised in China, Viet-
nam, Cuba and Korea, but what achievements have been ac-
complished in their reform? What problems have been encoun-
tered there? How will their tendency develop? Besides , how is
the theoretical situation of the present world socialist move-
