After that, the emergence and development course and
changing characteristics of fairs in China have been looked back
and their development prospects have been looked ahead, and the
development tactics of rural fairs in China has 'peen put forward.
In the second part; exemplified by Baoji city in Shaanxi province,
the author analysed the features of temporal and spatial
distribution and the relationship of temporal and spatial
synchronization of rural fairs, the behaviour and perception
characteristics of market participaters, market structure and
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hierarchical system of market towns and their rise and decline and
evolution. Finally, the linkages between fairs and market
economy system have been approached.

are related to the area of rural economy, economic geography and
town planning. It will be an extracurricular reading material for

teachers and students in universities and institutes.
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
