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A Brief Introduction of Liu Hulan
Memorial Hall

Liu Hulan Memorial Hall, one of major martyr
memorial buildings protected by national governments,
is located in south of Liubulan Village, with formal
name of Yunzhouxi, Wenshui County, Shanxi
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Province. Wengi highway passing by the Memorial Hall
connects Dayun highway to the East and state highway
307 10 the West. It joins the Memornal Hall with some
other tourist spots in Center Shanxi, like Jinci Temple,
Guashan Mountain, Xuanzhong Temple, Zetian Tem-
ple, Fenjiu Brewery, Homesteads for some merchants
Families of Qiao, Que and Cao, and Pingyao Ancient
City, to form a hot route of tourism.

The construction of the memorial Hall began in
1956 and was completed and opened on January 12,
1957 at the 10th anniversary of Liu Hulan’ s heric
death. It is denominated Museum of Liu Hulan in
1959. The museum has been rearranged and expanded
in 1959 and 1976. It covers an area of 6300 square
meters,, ranking first among all memorial halls for indi-
vidual martyrs in the country. The main buildings in
the museum composed of inscription tablet by Mao Ze-
dong, exhibition rooms for Liu Hulan’s hemwic deeds,
memorial hall for other martyrs, Liu Hulan’s statue,
the cemetery and Guanyin, a Budhisattva, Temple.
The whole construction is symmetry distributed with the
memorial tablet and Liu Hulan’s tomb as axis.

To remark the 50th anniversary of her glorious
death, considerable large reparation and reconstruction
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were carried on in 1996. Video room for her story,
painting and wrilings to memory her and inscription
tablets by distinguished leaders of Chinese Communist
Party and the country have been supplemented. Among
those martyrs sacrificed themselves during Chinese Lib-
eration War, Liu Hulan is the only one having inscrip-
tions written by Mao Zedong, Deng Xiaoping and Jiang
Zeming, three the most famous key figures in China.
Liu Hulan Memorial Hall, pilot of Hundred Major
Patriotism Education Bases for Teen — agers from Mid-
dle or Primary School named by Department of Propa-
ganda, Chinese Communist Party Center Committee, is
All China Youngsters Education Base and Patriotism
Education Base named by the Center committee of
Chinese Youth League and Ministry of Civil Adminis-
tration. The Museum is also a Hundred Major patrio-
tism Education Base for Teen — agers of Middle or Pri-
mary School, jointly issues by the Fiducation Ministry,
Youth League Committee, Civil Ministry, Culture Min-
istry, State Relics Bureau and the General Political De-
partment of Chinese Liberation Army. Besides, the
Museum is also education base for patriotism, morality
and national - defense, defined by Shanxi local govern-
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
