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Abstract

This thesis bases on learning thoughts of Wang An-shi. Wang
An-shi is a famous politician, thinker, and writer in North-Song
Dynasty. “Jinggong-Xinxue”, which was founded by him, used to
rule over the universe in North-Song later, and has great influence on
later ages. The study angle of this thesis focuses on the inter-
dependent states between the inheritance and pass-on of schools and
the evolvement of thoughts, and between the struggle of schools and
the discussion of problems. Its frame builds on Wang An-shi’s
thoughts and it analyses his thoughts in detail, which included in his
academic discussion, with modern theories. Its aim is to disclose his
views and his status in the development of each school by analysing
the opinions, notes and dissertations. Furthermore, I’ll investigate
the essential tenets of Wang An-shi’s learning thoughts through
studying his expatiations on thoughts of each school in Song
Dynasty, and define his status in the history of thoughts of Song
Dynasty and thoughts of ancient China.

This thesis mainly consists of three parts: Wang An-shi’s
thought of Jinxue, Confucianism, and Wang An-shi’s discussing
about Zixue, Buddhism and Taoism. Wang An-shi’s thought of
Jingxue based on ancient classics, and explained classics through
absorbing widely all kinds of offspring’s schools. It discussed
universe, life, politics and so on. Especially in his discussing about
state affairs, he gave comprehensive and detailed discussing,
synthesizing political wisdom of remote antiquity, primary three
dynasties, Confucianism, Legalists” school and Taoist school. Wang
An-shi’s thought of Confucianism emphasized particularly on
philosophy of life. In his humanness, combining ancient created spirit
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and thoughts of Confucianism and Buddhism. He thought that
humanness was natural vitality of human, absoluteness and supreme
good beyond ethics. In his philosophy of life, combining Confucian
thought and opinions of Taoism, Buddhism, Yang Zhu and Mo Di,
he answered relation between colony and individual, rule of life, ideal
personality and so on, which are deferent in traditional
Confucianism. In traditional Confucianism, it stresses moral human
relations and collective value. In discussing about Zixue, Buddhism,
and Taoism, Wang An-shi discussed Taoist school and Buddhism
mostly. He criticized inaction and anarchism of Taoist school, but he
absorbed its wisdom of existence and political philosophy. He agreed
with Buddha attitude of life, which was nothing to pursue, but he
didn’t stress the opinion of Buddhism that the world is not being and
pursuing the other shore of the world. He affirmed survive of the
world and significance of life, pursued a free way of life.

Wang An-shi mixed together Zixue, Confucianism, Taoism and
Buddhism, and tried to found a new Jingxue, with which unite
thoughts of society. From all, it belongs to the all-around school.
The all-around school often appears on turning point of school from
dividing to uniting. Wang An-shi’s “Jinggong-Xinxue” just appeared
in the turning course, in which independence of Confucianism,
Buddhism and Taoism was changing into Neo-Confucianism. Aiming
at the position, which was culture communion between China and
India and conflict and amalgamation of Confucianism, Taoism and
Buddhism, Wang An-shi adopts attitude of “bring”. Using for
reference thoughts before him, Wang An-shi founded his own system

of thought, therefor accelerated development of learning thoughts.
