Readers of many different periods have considered Du Fu to be the greatest poet of the
Chinese tradition. Such general agreement can partially (#5 43 #1) be explained by the
immense variety of his work, which holds up quite well to different tastes and historical
changes in fashion. Like Shakespeare in English tradition, Du Fu’s poetry came to be so
deeply bound up with the constitution (41 ) of literary value that generation after generation
of poets and critics rediscovered themselves and their interests in some aspect of the poet.

Chinese critics from the Song Dynasty referred to Du Fu as the “poet-historian”. Du Fu
witnessed a typical political and social situation; the common people still lived in poverty while
the emperor and his top officials enjoyed a foolishly luxurious life. He composed many poems,
which expressed his dissatisfaction with the government and his great pity for the common
people. Du Fu used his poems to comment on current events and historical images. Du Fu
became the historian by creating his responses to particular situations.

Du Fu was talented. When he was young, he wanted to get a good job in the government.
Unfortunately Du Fu was refused several times. He was in his fifties when he began to serve
as a minor official in Changan (Xi’an).

Du Fu was dismissed in the form of a transfer to the post of
personnel administrator (7 B A 51 ) in Huazhou and so he left
Changan. And in 759 he arrived in Chengdu. He set up a modest
cottage with some money he borrowed from his friend who served as
a local governor. In the cottage he had a simple and peaceful life for
three years, writing about 240 poems.

Du Fu left Chengdu after 762 and wandered in the southern
provinces and eventually died of illness in 770. After his death, the
people in Chengdu built a shrine (#[#) on the site of his garden to honor him, which becomes
part of what is known as Du Fu Thatched Cottage (¥ Hj B &) now.

Liu Xiang of China competes during the men’s 110m hurdles at the IAAF Diamond League
athletic meeting in Shanghai, East China, on May 23, 2010. Liu ranked the third with 13. 40
seconds.

China’s national hero Liu Xiang said that he is unsure about the 2012 Olympic Games
after suffering another defeat at home at the TAAF Diamond League ([ PR BB 4L G B FE) here
on Sunday.

The 2004 Athens Olympic champion and 2007 world titlist was beaten by American David
Oliver and compatriot Shi Dongpeng in a much-anticipated race at the Shanghai Stadium.

Liu finished a disappointing third place in 13. 40 seconds, behind the world indoor
champion Oliver who won the race in a season best of 12. 99 and Shi in 13. 39.

Local fans have expected the former world record holder to regain world-class form after
finishing seventh in his international return at the world indoor championships in March. He
has been pinned on high hopes after the shock withdrawal (iE H}) from the Beijing Olympics in
2008 because of an Achilles tendon injury (J#$14J5) . which disappointed millions of Chinese fans.

Ryan Braithwaite of Barbados, the surprise winner in Berlin last year, continued his
disappointing start to the season, clattering a succession of hurdles and failing to complete the
race.

Liu started well but faded quickly. Oliver finished nearly five meters clear of second
placed Shi as Liu completed the podium.

“I think it is a good run tonight,” Liu said after the race. “I feel great even though I lost
to my teammate Shi Dongpeng for the first time in my career. Shi
registered a season best. ”

Liu said he had a fresh injury to his feet and failed to have had
normal training.

“I have no reason to blame,” Liu said. “I could not have
intensive training.

Music often is described as “the universal language”— everyone everywhere can relate to
the message of music. Some people listen to music to relieve stress and anxiety, and doctors
and therapists (B ¥7 Jii ) are using music treatment to treat some illnesses and to change
behavior. Music can affect our emotions. Sometimes musical pieces remind us of events in our
lives and can cause us to feel joy or sadness, even years after the event.

The impact of music on the mind is said to be so great that listening to music that
constantly repeats violent words and phrases etches (4% %) those ideas in the mind. This can
cause the listener to act out what he has heard — more so for young people with immature (/s
) minds. For this reason, adults should carefully monitor the music their children listen
to for violent and other negative messages. Music and musical artists can influence your
child’s behavior greatly — including the way he thinks, talks, and even the clothes he chooses
to wear.

A recent Federal Trade Commission (FTC) report, “Marketing
Violent Entertainment to Children: A Review of Self-Regulation and -
Industry Practices in the Motion Picture, Music Recording, and
Electronic Game Industries”, found that the entertainment industry was
specifically targeting children under 17 in their marketing. They market
their products in places that teens visit more than adults, and many
parents don’t know how much violence and other negative content are in
some kids’ entertainment. There have been some positive changes since this report was first
published, but caring adults have to remain watchful (7% % ). Some best-selling musical

artists still are glamorizing negative behaviors, like illegal drug use, racism, and sexism.
