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Administrative Area of Jiangmen Municipality
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A Survey of Jiangmen and Five Counties
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Located in the middle-south of Guangdong, Jiangmen is a coastal area in the west part of the®Pearl River Delta
in the vicinity of Hongkong and Macau. It is designated as one of the cities in the province opening to the outside
world. Since June, 1983, a new administrative system of municipality over county has been adopted. The city now
has five countries of Xinghui, Taishan, Kaiping, Anping, Heshan, (five counties for short) city’s urban area and
suburbs under its jurisdiction. The total area is 9,418 square kilometers, with a population of 3.4255 million. In
1984 it was chosen as one of the pilot cities for synthetic reform of National Economic System. Since 1985, the
city has been approved to be in the coastal economic open zone of the Pearl River Delta.

Jiangmen including its five counties is one of the important area noted for hometown of overseas Chinese. The
number of Chinese residing abroad, foreign citizens of Chinese origin, and compatriots of Hongkong and Macau
in this area totals 2.869 million, distributed in 95 counties and regions all over the world, including many of the
overseas Chinese living in the U.S. and Canada.

This area has been famous for its beautiful scenery, fertile land, rich natural resources, a mild climate suitable
for the development of agriculture, forestry, livestock breeding, fisheries and farm sidelines.

Jiangmen is also a burgeoning industrial city with over 2000 newly-established enterprises above county level.
And there is a wide spread of industry of villages and towns in rural area. In 1989, the total output value of
industry and agriculture comes to 12.3 billion yuan. Since the open and reform policy was implemented, a consid-
erable development has been made in transport, energy resources and telecommunications and the investment
environment has been improving. From 1979 to 1989, Actual Foreign capital utilized in the city amounts to 379.63
million US $ and 742 enterprises of joint venture, co-management, and foreign investment have been set up.
From 1980 to 1989, the total export value comes to 2125.1 million US $.

As the result of the rapid growth of economy, the people’s life has been greatly improved. The national income
of the area in 1989 has increased by 281% as compared with that in 1979. Worker’s income per capita in 1989 has
increased by 317% over that in 1979 , the farmer’, income per capita has increased by 659% over that in 1979.

Furthermore, steady progress has also been made in the fields of science and technology, culture, education,
public health and sports. Wuyi University built by joint effort of both at home and abroad is beginning to take
shape and striving for a real good institution of higher learning. In the last decade, the broad masses of overseas
Chinese and compatriots of Hongkong and Macau, carrying forward further the glorious tradition for the love of
hometown and motherland, have donated the funds amounting to 2,000 million HKS$ for the public good. They
