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Abstract

Under the context of comprehensively promoting the rule of law in China,
Nanning city, as the capital city of Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Region, takes into
consideration of its local characteristics to speed up promoting the rule of law in the
city. It is making efforts to become a model city in promoting the rule of law. During
this practice process, Nanning has not only gained many good experiences, but also
confronted the problems and challenges head on. Based on the first blue book on
the rule of law in Nanning city published in 2013, the Report on Development of
Rule of Law in Nanning (2014) (hereinafter referred to as the Report) summarizes
and analyzes new achievements, new problems and new development trend in
promoting the rule of law in Nanning city.

The Report makes a panoramic review on main aspects of promoting the rule of
law in Nanning city in 2013. It also makes scrutiny on main problems existing in the
local legislation, administration by law and judicial work and proposes suggestions. In
addition, the Report makes objective summaries on the practice of rule of law in the
fields such as stable maintenance, anti-corruption campaign, urban governance,
environmental law enforcement, sanitation supervision, industrial and commercial law
enforcement, food and drug administration, land and mineral resources management,
protection of children and women's rights and interests and floating population
administration, among others, and it also makes relevant predictive analyses.

The Report focuses on the experiences, problems and thinking of innovative
social governance in Nanning on the perspective of the rule of law. The community
is the foundation of social governance. The buildings involving illegal use of land or
being illegally built are thorny issues for urban development. Estate management is
relevant to the livehood and well-being of the families throughout the country.
Medical dispute and the administration of auxiliary police officers in public security
departments have drawn great social attentions. For this purpose, the Report focuses
on these issues in its feature reports and summarizes the practical experiences of
Nanning city in recent years, and it also makes in-depth analyses on the strategies
for addressing such issues and problems.

Great efforts have been made to make the Report scientific, practical,
forward-looking. However, since the Report contains a large number of statistical
survey data, they may not be consistent with the existing data released by the
statistics department due to different sources of data and different statistic indicators.
It is advised that the readers make careful verification and keep a cautious attitude
in referring to the data within the Report.
