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Introduction to ShiZuishan No. 3 Senior High

ShiZuishan No. 3 Senior High, founded in 1972 and ranked as one of eight top schools in Ningxia Hui Autonormous
Region , now has 48 classes with a total of 3000 students and 207 working staff, among whom 187 are professional teachers.
Most outstandingly, the teaching staff includes one special grade teacher, two 313 region specialists, two city specialists, two
city—level special allowance receivers, 62 senior teachers, 63 first—grade teachers,18 postgraduate—degreed teachers,11
region core teachers and 40 city core teachers.

The school, moved to its present location, covers an area of 92,600M , with 52,063 M of construction area. By now, its
hardware has reached a high standard and the precise teaching has become a common practice. The school enjoys a good
reputation in the local area not only because of its beautiful campus but also because of its good academic atmosphere and
hardworking teachers and students. These years, under the leadership of the upper authorities and the local administrative,
the school has achieved outstanding achievements. Guided by the target Students Centered to Gain Full Development;
Demonstrating Personalities to Obtain Excellence, the school places great attention on optimizing the teachers and promoting
academic research.

In terms of moral education, with the policy of Moral Practice Goes First , the school makes full use of the educational
resources and lays stress on various social practice. The moral education center of the school has established a moral

education system, including how to form good habits from doing bits; how to promote students interests in daily activities; how
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to make a breakthrough from daily code and conduct. It also lays stress on emotion education and safety education. To
achieve the goal, the moral education center takes advantage of the outside resources and thus has established seven
education bases, including National Defense Base, Legal Education Base, Charity Education Base, Eco—Education Base,
Economy Market Education Base, Factory Practice Base and Socialist New Countryside Base. These bases offer students
various platforms, on which students can train their characters, stimulate their potentials, build their confidence and know
gratefulness through social activities.

The school holds on to the belief that a school’ s vitality is rooted in academic research, therefore, it puts much effort in
improving teaching quality and promoting teachers’ professional morality. In order to get teachers to enjoy the post and
devote wholeheartedly to work, the school makes a lot of regulations. Classes—open—to—parents is meant for the teachers to
improve their teaching technique, in which the senior teachers and the leading teachers will perform model lessons and the
first grade teachers will give research lessons while the fresh teachers will give report lessons. The school lays great emphasis
on teachers’ teaching procedure and has made a set of rules to enforce it. Preparing lessons together has always been a
routine in this school and various kinds of contest concerning teaching and learning are very popular too. To help the fresh
teachers, mature teachers and the fresh teachers are paired, and a Master Teachers Office was set up.

In terms of sports and arts education, the school upholds the idea that sports education should be meant for students’
whole life development and their future happiness. So much stress is laid on developing students’ specials and their
individuals. Courses concerning physical health, art, and music are opened. Besides, the school set up track—and—field team,
basketball team , football team and dance team. To help students develop fully, colorful after—class activities are held and
various sports and art festival conducted regularly.

Four culture yards ( BANG YUAN,TAO YUAN, ZI YUAN, SHIGUANGYUAN, )were built to help educating students
through cultural environment. Once you step into the campus, you can see not only the high teaching buildings, but also the
cultural environment and cultural features. Green trees are lined along the roads and grass can be found everywhere. In
total, green covers 41% of the school area, making it an ideal place for students to live and learn...

In the 40 years after its foundation, the school witnessed 21,532 school leavers, among whom 9,047 went to colleges and
4,388 of them were accepted by top universities in China. Totally, 53 students got admission into Qinghua University and
Beijing University, two first—class universities in China. The school also received many titles of national level and provincial
level, such as Advanced School Of Moral Education In China, Model Unit Of National Solidarity and Progress, Experimental
School For Modern Education Technology, Provincial Civilized Unit, Labor Day Medal, National Tradition Sports School,
Province—level Civilized And Safe Schoolyard, Advanced Unit of National Academy, Advanced Unit of Establishing
National Spiritual Civilization, Sample School in Preventing Earthquake And Disaster Reduction. Hence, the school has made

great contributions to the city, even to the society.
