The m odem fam ers life

A 1l big cities are quite sim ilar. L iving in a m odern A sian city is not very different




from living in an A m erican city . T he sam e can't be said about living on farm s. In m any
parts of the world, famm ers and their fam ilies live in villages or towns. In the U nited
States, each farm fam ily lives on its own fields. often beyond the sight of any neigh-
bors. Instead of traveling from a village to the fields every m orning . A m erican farm ers
stay on their land throughout the week . T hey travel to the nearest tow n on Saturdays

for shopping or Sunday for church .

The children take buses to large schools w hich serve all the farm fam ilies' living in
the area. In som e areas., there are sm all schools serving a few farm fam ilies. and the
children walk to school.

O f course. life keeps changing for evervone. including famm ers. Today there are
cars, good roads, radios and television sets. A 1l of these have changed farm life. For
m any vears., farm ing in A m erica was often a lonely way of living. Fam ers have to
w ork out their ow n problem s, instead of getting help from others. T hey learned to try

new methods. and to trust their ow n ideas instead of follow ing older ways.

It is reported that 51% of m en and 42% of women think Internet is one reason
that they're not getting enough sleep !Because of the on-line experience , 68% of Inter-
net addicts say they have less tim e to stay w ith their fam ily or visit their friends face-
to-face than before.

Internet addiction happens to som e students, too. O ften these students stay aw ay
from schooland home. throw their hom ew ork away, just play gam es in the Internet
Cafes. T heir w ide eyes glue to the screens, and their fingers hit buttons quickly. A t
tim es, they shout loudly and jump from their seats when they win or lose in the
gam es. T hese "gam ers” play gam es m ost of the day ., then think about them for the
rest of itand dream about them in bed atnight. T hey soon becom e lonely w ith little to
talk about except the results of the gam es they have got. T hey are fed up w ith study.
Com puters are now their best friends.

Spending so m uch tim e in front of a com puter screen is unhealthy . Staying in the
sam e seat for hours w ith sm oke-filled air around in the Internet C afe is som ething ter-
rible. It was reported that last O ctober in Beijing a student died because of exhaustion

after playing com puter gam es non-stop for 76 hours in an Internet C afe.
