Except from the jade and carnelian cobble, most components of the
natural bizarre stones are the ordinary mineral substances which may
have warious hardness. Therefore the value of the natural bizarre stone
depends on whether the culture carried by them is strong in knowledge
So when we are identifying,appreciating and collccting their peculiarity
and beauty, it should be observed also whether they have broad
cultural connotation.Only those have both cultural connotation and
strange shapes can be called masterwork, have the historjc and
cultural values. Otherwise they can only be regarded as ordinary
appreciation stones.

No matters for the pattern or the shapes, some natural bjzarre
stones are so remarkably true to life that it is beyond belief.It can’t be
produced by uncanny and magic workmanship. They are a part of the
universe and till now there are lots of unsolved mysteries in the vast
infinite universe.

The appreciation, identification and collection of the natural bizarre
stone should highlight the three aspects of natural, peculiarity and
cultural connotation. Only by this correct way the appreciation of the
natural bizarre stones can be led to a right track from low to high level
so as to march toward the delightful peak of the“stone culture”.
